Of the 5
options presented by Administration for consideration, Cosmopolitan Industries believes that Option 1,
City Wide Multi-Unit Dwelling Recycling Program with Mandatory Payment best captures the intent of
the April 16™ motion passed by City Council to enter into a Memorandum of Understanding between the
City and Cosmo. It is the option that has the elements necessary to generate an economically sustainably
MUD program

On Monday May 28" Councillors debate Administration’s 5 options. We ask everyone to contact their
Councillor by phone, mail or email and respectfully remind them of the commitment that City Council has
made and to ask them to follow-through on the commitment that Cosmo be the SERVICE PROVIDER of
the city’s multi-family unit recycling program. Please come out to the Council meeting on May 28th and
bring a friend with you.
